MELBOURNE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of a Meeting of the Melbourne Parish Council held at 7:30pm Tuesday 4 January  2005 at the Bill Shone Leisure Centre High Street Melbourne.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
213 Louise Holland  NEMA Community Relations Manager explained her role is to attend Parish Council meetings and  to take back the Councils views concerning the airport and its running back to senior managers, in order that action may be taken to improve matters for persons living around the airport, as well as improving the relationship between the airport and the local community. Miss Holland explained that NEMA wishes to build relations with key stakeholders of which the Parish Council is one, to build links between NEMA and the Parish Council, to understand local issues and bring feedback to the next meeting. NEMA now understands local views and the Senior Airport Team will meet with Parish Councils to listen and work with local people. 
The Parish Council was sceptical this could be achieved given the way airport management has behaved in the past.
Councillors made the following points.
1Cllr Dunnicliff – takeoffs are too far to the west, the designated route is more towards Calke.
2 Cllr Collyer stated the airport had gone out of its way to antagonise local people, its attitude over night flights had created a problem with local people and the much publicised noise insulation scheme had been an abject failure as the rules for qualification had precluded anyone from qualifying. Miss Holland reported a new scheme will be introduced in 2005.
3 Cllr Smith felt the airport had to improve the manner it handles itself, complaints and comments are not treated with enough respect, complaints are handled badly therefore it is not surprising the public is not sympathetic towards the airport, and it will take time for relationships to improve.
4 Cllr Harrison stated the airport has the biggest night operation in the country but has not reacted to the Government White Paper published in 2003 calling for stringent noise  controls and noise insulation schemes. Currently NEMA proposes  a noise limit of 55 decibels against a Govt. and WHO level of 45 decibels. Although this is only ten decibels more the way noise is measured means in real terms 55 decibels is ten times more noisy  than 45.  
5 Noted Weston on Trent had complained about the numbers of training flights and had established the airport went out of it way to attract training flights as a valuable source of revenue. Reported a previous MD at the airport had refused had refused to discuss this matter. 
6 Miss Holland - the current air space consultation is about flight paths with aircraft coming in and leaving at higher levels and is not linked with night flying. Paul Grimley felt the airspace consultation is a way of increasing airspace at busy times therefore providing capacity to increase the number of flights the airport handles part of which would mean an increase in night flights.     
7 Miss Holland stated there is a change of culture at NEMA, a new MD is being appointed, there is now a level of respect and consistency allowing time to work on main issues, and her reporting to the MD affords an opportunity to push forward community views.

8 Cllr Collyer suggested for a start Miss Holland should provide monthly details on:

aircraft movements in and out, training flights, and noise monitoring with times and noise volumes.
9 Cllr Lawton requested flight paths are well away from villages as increased movements mean increased emissions on increased populations with serious effects to health.
